First grade had a fantastic season, ably led by Steve Colley and were equal minor premiers. The 
team has developed into a strong and resilient group that work hard and enjoy playing their 
cricket together. We are really excited with their prospects over the coming seasons. 
 
It was also great to see Second Grade perform strongly this season and highlights our improved 
strength through the grades. A number of this team will push for first grade in the coming 
season. Fifths were minor premiers, unfortunately missing out after a comprehensive loss to 
eventual premiers Randwick Petersham. Whilst thirds did not make the semis they contributed 
strongly to our club championship aspirations especially post-Christmas. 
 
I would like to take this opportunity to thank our coaching staff Trevor Chappell and Mark 
O’Neill for their hard work and contributions to our performances last season. Trevor was 
rewarded with being named Coach of the Year at the SCA Awards Dinner in April. 
 
There were many outstanding individual performances during the season, of which I would like 
to specially mention a few as follows: 
 

• Elliot Richtor had a stellar season for Gordon scoring 787 runs at an average of 37.48 
also taking 22 wickets at an average of 17.82. This resulted in Elliot being the joint 
O’Reilly Medalist for last season with our very own Mason Crane, as well as our joint

came to Gordon as a 16-year- old to join 
our Academy and has worked through the 
grades to become the player he is today. It 
should give hope to all our young players 
and show that with hard work and 
dedication you can achieve your goal of 
playing top grade cricket. 

• Mason Crane was our English import from 
Hampshire and what an impact he had for 
our first-grade team. He took 51 wickets in 
1st grade at an average of 21.06 also scored 
300 runs at an average of 30. He also 
scored another 209 runs and 12 wickets in 
PG’s. He deservedly was joint winner of the 
O’Reilly Medal and Smartline Player of the 
Year with Elliot. His leg spin bowling was 
exceptional and for those that saw his 7 for 
53 against Sydney were privileged to see an 
amazing bowling spell. He capped off the 
season being selected for New South Wales 
in the Sheffield Shield to become the first 
overseas player since Imran Khan in the 
1980’s to be selected for the Blues. 

• Scott O’Brien was selected as an opening 
bat in seconds last season and showed all 
that he is ready made for that role. Scott 
scored 633 runs at an average of 42.20 in 
second grade as well as taking 25 wickets 
at an average of 21.64 bowling his leg spin. 
Scott deservedly finished as a joint winner 
of the Smartline Player of the Year award. 
Scott is a great clubman and we look 
forward to his continued growth as a player 
next season. 

• Charlie Stobo although hampered by injury 
in the second half of the year, was selected 
to make his debut for New South Wales in 
the Sheffield Shield. What a debut it was for Charlie taking 7 wickets against South 
Australia. We are looking forward to Charlie taking many more wickets for New South 
Wales over the coming seasons. 

• Stuart Bromley and Aaron Crofts, in their first year as grade captains did an outstanding 
job in guiding their teams into the grand finals of their grades. 

• Damon Livermore became only the third player of all time to reach the 10,000 run 
milestone for the club. Damon has been a tremendous servant to the club and although 
he has announced his retirement (we think!), who knows he may be back for the odd 
game to help us out.

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Obituaries 
 
KEITH MCDONALD (1923-2017) 
 
Life member Keith McDonald passed away on May 7 at the 
age of 94 and was remembered at a funeral attended by 
many of his Gordon friends on May 11.  
 
While it is the normal practice to remember our members 
based on their cricket skill, which Keith also excelled at, it is 
his record as the longest serving official in one position in our 
history that makes Keith stand out as a great stalwart of our 
club. Keith was the Honorary Treasurer continuously for 26 
years from 1970 to 1996. 
 
To add to this achievement Keith joined the club as an 
associate member in 1946 and continued playing grade for the club until 1967. He then played 5 
more seasons in Colts until retiring in 1972. Considering Keith continued in his administrative 
role until 1996, he was therefore directly involved with the club either as a member, player or 
administrator for 50 years.     
 
Keith’s role as Honorary Treasurer for 26 seasons is unprecedented in our club and no doubt his 
expertise as an actuary helped him to keep our books in such good order for so long. Keith also 
served on the General Committee for 8 years before becoming Treasurer.  
 
DARRYL QUIGLEY (1954-2017) 
 
Former Gordon player Darryl Quigley passed away up the 
north coast on Saturday 13th May after a long illness aged 63. 
Darryl was part of a great Gordon cricketing family. Father 
Jack played for many years, reaching the First Grade side in 
the 1942-43 season (he is no.12 on the All Grades batting list). 
 
One of Darryl’s brothers, Warren, also played 1st Grade in the 
70s (as well as 1st Grade rugby for Gordon), while another 
brother, Martin, also played for the club.  
 
Educated at Riverview, Darryl captained the Green Shield 
team in the 1969/70 season, in a team that included John Dedman, Jim Cameron, Craig Peifer 
and Michael Falk, before going on to play Grade cricket that year before finishing in the 
1977/787 season.  
 
In total Darryl scored 3183 runs at 22.57. A dogged opening batsman, he played lower grades for 
a number of years before reaching 1st Grade in the 1975-76 season. Not long after that, the 
family moved to Lismore, where he had a variety of jobs before completing his Law degree and 
setting up his own practice in Byron Bay. 
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BARRY EASTMENT 1931-2017 
 
Barry Eastment passed away on June 19 at age 86. He was an 
outstanding schoolboy cricketer who played in the Barker 
College First XI for a remarkable five years, and played his 
first match for Gordon in the 1949/50 season. He was a 
quickish medium pace bowler in his early career and 
sometimes switched to slow medium off breaks.  
 
From 1956 Barry missed two seasons when he was studying 
in the USA and when he returned he began having trouble 
with his knees which eventually caused his retirement from 
grade cricket after the 1961-62 season. Barry took 315 
wickets overall @18.68. Barry’s best season in First Grade 
was 1953-54 when he took 42 wickets at 20.05 and was selected in the NSW Colts team.  This 
followed his 55 wickets at 13.75 in First and Second Grade in the previous season.  He again took 
55 wickets in 1959-60, this time at an even better average of just 12.47, with 37 of them in 
Second Grade at only 9.00.  His best figures in First Grade were 7-67, and in Second Grade 8-40, 
7-26 and 7-35. 
 
Barry then joined the I Zingari Club in the City and Suburban Cricket Association and, bowling off 
two steps and later just one step, he began an extraordinary career as a slow bowler.  After 
thirteen seasons of grade cricket, Barry played for another forty-five years, eventually retiring at 
the end of the 2006-07 season when he was 76!  He took an extraordinary 2,292 wickets at 
15.28 for I Zingari, an average of 51 wickets per season.  In the last two matches of the 2004-05 
season, at the age of 74, he took 5-38 off 20 overs.  
 
Barry repaired, and made, cricket bats as a hobby and was much in demand for his highly 
regarded work.  Mark Taylor, Greg Matthews and Phil Emery were three Test players who 
sought his expertise.  Barry kept careful records which showed that he played with or against 
more than 140 first-class players and umpires. 
 
TERRY GATTY 1932 - 2016  
 
Terry Gatty was a Vice President of the club who passed away in September 2016 and played for 
21 seasons in our City and Suburban team from 1953 to 1974. He was a real stalwart of the team 
acting as manager, captain and even at times, selector. Everyone knew Terry as a “great 
character”. 
 
In all he took 503 wickets over that period with the City and Suburban team with 65 wickets in 
1964-65 and 60 wickets in 1967-68. In addition, Terry played in other Gordon teams such as 
Fifth and fourth grade and took a further 72 wickets.  
 
Terry had many highlights playing for Gordon including bowling first ball Mohammed Ilyas, who 
was a member of the 1972- 73 Pakistan touring team and taking a total of three hat-tricks during 
his career. 
 
His most famous highlight, however, was taking 10 for 54 in an innings in the 1969-70 season, a 
feat that has only been done by three Gordon players in 112 years. 
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Financial & Auditors Report 
 
On behalf of the Management Committee of Gordon 
District Cricket Club (GDCC) I am pleased to report on 
the financial position of GDCC as at 31 May 2017 and 
the financial performance of its operations for the year 
then ended.  
 
For the financial year GDCC reported a statutory profit 
of $10,269 (2016 loss $2,673). Disappointingly the 
surplus was achieved due to a higher than normal 
number of washed out matches and training sessions. 
The 2016 loss was after writing off $9,881 of clothing 
stock. This write-off was as a consequence of the 
sponsorship agreement entered into with Beastwear 
where in consideration of Beastwear becoming GDCC’s 
major sponsor, GDCC is required to source all grade clothing from Beastwear for the three years 
commencing season 2016-17.  
 
GDCC remains in a strong financial position with member’s funds of $98,977 (2016 $ 88,708) of 
which $101,699 comprises cash. During the year GDCC invested in new sightscreens at 
Beauchamp Oval ($19,590). This was only possible with the assistance of grants from Cricket 
NSW and Stronger Communities NSW. Disappointingly, both the Junior Club and the In2Cricket 
program suffered a reduction in the number of registered players after strong growth the 
previous year. The failure by Government to invest in new playing fields coupled with an 
increasing population meant that a lack of available grounds resulted in all but division one 
games in the under 11 to under 13 age groups becoming twenty over per side games and all 
games for players in the under 13/14 to under 17 age groups being scheduled on a Sunday. 
 
This year it was pleasing that GDCC was again able to field six grade teams with the 
Metropolitan Cup Colts team minor premiers and champions. The cost of fielding six grade 
teams, U21 Poidevin-Gray and U16 Green Shield teams was $183,500. To keep the playing fees 
affordable for a largely student playing cohort means that GDCC is heavily reliant on grants from 
Cricket NSW, the ongoing generosity and support of the Club’s sponsors, in particular our new 
major sponsor Beastwear and golf day fundraising activities.  
 
On behalf of the Management Committee I would like to acknowledge and thank Cricket NSW, 
the Club’s sponsors and all those involved in the golf day function for their support of the Club.

1 Statement of significant accounting policies 
 

The significant policies which have been adopted in the preparation of this financial report 
are: 

 
a Basis of preparation 
 

This financial report is a special purpose financial report prepared for the members of 
Gordon District Cricket Club Inc. for the purpose of fulfilling the financial reporting 
requirements of the Associations Incorporation Act 2009. 
  
The Club is a not-for-profit entity for financial reporting purposes under Australian 
Accounting Standards. 
 
Gordon District Cricket Club Inc. applies Australian Accounting Standards - Reduced 
Disclosure Requirements as set out in AASB 1053: Application of Tiers of Australian 
Accounting Standards and AASB 2010-2: Amendments to Australian Accounting Standards 
arising from Reduced Disclosure Requirements. Material accounting policies adopted in the 
preparation of these financial statements are presented below and have been consistently 
applied unless otherwise stated. 
 
The financial statements, except for the cash flow information, have been prepared on an 
accruals basis and are based on historical costs, modified where applicable by the 
measurement at fair value of selected non-current assets, financial assets and financial 
liabilities.  
 

b Revenue recognition  
 
Membership fees, sponsorship and coaching grants are recognised in the period to which 
they relate. Coaching fees are recognised upon the delivery of the service. Sales of goods are 
recognised at the time of sale to the customer. 
 
Facilities development grants are recognised over the estimated useful lives of the items of 
plant and equipment for which the grant was received. 
 
Other income is recognised when received. 
       

c Expenses  
 
Expenses were recorded in the financial statements on an accruals basis so that expenses are 
matched against income and recognised in the year to which they relate. 
 

d Inventories  
 
Inventories comprise stocks of cricket balls held for future use and club shirts and hats held 
for resale. Inventories are valued at the lower of cost and net realisable value.

e Property, plant and equipment  

 
Items of cricket equipment are initially recorded at cost and depreciated over their 
estimated useful lives. Property plant and equipment is carried at cost or fair value, less, 
where applicable, any accumulated depreciation. 
 
The carrying amount of plant and equipment is reviewed annually by the directors to 
ensure it is not in excess of the recoverable amount from those assets. The recoverable 
amount is assessed on the basis of the expected net cash flows which will be received from 
the assets future use and subsequent disposal. The expected net cash flows have not been 
discounted to present values in determining recoverable amounts. 
 
The depreciation rates used for each class of depreciable assets are: 
Cricket equipment 20%-25% straight line 
Motor Vehicles 20% straight line 

 
f Facilities development grants  

 
The Club received facilities development grants from government and sporting 
organisations to assist with the purchase of depreciable plant and equipment.  These grants 
are recognised as revenue over the estimated useful lives of those items of plant and 
equipment for which the grant was received. 
 
The portion of the facilities development grants attributable to future financial periods is 
shown as either a current or non-current other liability on the Statement of Financial 
Position. 

 
g Creditors 
 

These amounts represent liabilities for goods and services provided to the Club prior to the 
end of the financial year and which are unpaid. These amounts are unsecured and are 
usually paid within 30 days of recognition. 

 
h Cash and cash equivalents 
 

For the purposes of the Statement of Cash Flows, cash includes cash on hand and at call 
deposits with banks. 

 
i Comparative figures 
 

Where required by Accounting Standards comparative figures have been adjusted to 
conform to changes in presentation for the current financial year.

Revenues, expenses and assets are recognised net of the amount of goods and services tax

Taxation Office (ATO). In these circumstances the GST is recognised as part of the cost of 
acquisition of the asset or as part of an expense. 
 
Accruals are stated exclusive of GST. The outstanding amount of GST payable to the ATO is 
included in Payables.

Executive Committee Report 
 
The Executive Committee has much pleasure in 
submitting for the members' consideration and 
adoption, the One Hundred and Twelfth Annual 
Report and Balance Sheet. This report is in the format 
that various sub-committees report to the Executive 
Committee.  
 

GENERAL - ADMINISTRATION 
 
The Club’s Executive Committee, with the addition of Tim Cubbage at the Annual General 
Meeting in July 2016, has continued to steer the operations of the Club through the various 
“departments” which were established following Geoff Hickman’s election as President in 2015. 
EC members (“Directors”) have the responsibility for departments including Administration, 
Cricket, Finance, Operations, Facilities, Commercial and Communications.  
 
The operation of this group of people, under Geoff’s leadership and guidance, has been a 
significant contributor to the overall improvement by the Club during the past two seasons. This 
season, there were several major issues that required resolution, not the least of which was the 
unavailability of turf training wickets at Chatswood Oval for the entire season as a result of 
major renovations to the practice square. In addition to the loss of practice facilities, we were 
without our main ground for the first six weeks of the season.  
 
Then, late in the season, with heavy rain falling in Sydney from the middle of February until the 
end of March, finding suitable playing fields leading into, and during, the finals was an extremely 
difficult task.  
 
Some of the hands-on contributions made by the Directors included: 

• Tony Middlebrook’s liaison with our two Councils plus his part-time management of the 
1st Grade team. 

• Tim Cubbage’s work in so many areas but including ordering and distribution of gear 
and clothing from our new supplier and sponsor, Beastwear, his weekly commitment to 
pitch covering at our home grounds and then setting up and “running” our home 
grounds and his assistance on the Golf Day. 

• Michael Cant’s leadership of the Cricket Committee (who’s responsibility included 
selections, coaching and training) during a year without our “home” turf training facility. 

• Geoff Keevers taking the role of Honorary Treasurer to new heights, never before 
contemplated at the GDCC. 

• Peter Klemt’s work with our sponsors and the End-of-season Presentation Night. 

• Paul Stephenson for his work on the Golf Day and his Communications Department’s 
dissemination of information via the website, emails, the Team App and various forms 
of social media. (The EC wishes to pass a huge thank-you to Dave Millar for his services 
to the Club over the past 10+ years, specifically with regards to our Communications)  

 
Jim Cattlin retained the role as Club Secretary for a 10th year and, although he did not sit on the 
EC, provided much of the day-to-day communications with local councils and other clubs.  
 
Andrew Falk, as Assistant Secretary, provided liaison with the Sydney Cricket Association and 
Cricket NSW, as required, including player registrations and publication of team selections into 
the myCricket facility.

SYDNEY CRICKET ASSOCIATION & CRICKET NSW 
 
MEN’S CRICKET 
 
Marshall Rosen and Andrew Falk have been the Club’s delegates to the Sydney Cricket 
Association for the past seventeen years. Marshall, after several years as a State Selector, will 
shortly complete his 11th year as a Director of Cricket NSW. He is also Chair of the Cricket NSW 
Cricket Committee. Andrew, after 14 years on the SCA’s Committee of Management, was re-
elected for his fifth term as Chairman in August 2016. 
 
The name change of Sydney Grade Cricket to NSW Premier Cricket has now been completed 
while the renaming of the Sydney Women’s Cricket Competition to NSW Women’s Premier 
Cricket is progressing. These changes are the result of a Cricket Australia initiative to identify 
and align the highest level of “club” cricket in each of the capital cities across Australia. (There 
are 87 men’s clubs competing in “Premier Cricket” in 6 states.) 
 
Another initiative from Cricket Australia that continued this season was the Club Accreditation 
Scheme (CAS). All “Premier” cricket clubs across Australia are required to complete two lengthy 
questionnaires, one early in the season and the other at the conclusion of the preliminary 
rounds. The “self-assessed” survey covers performance, facilities, technology, coaching, finance, 
multi-gender involvement, governance, volunteers, community engagement and sponsorship. 
CA’s goal is to attempt to identify any club’s weaknesses and, hopefully, provide some 
assistance to improve in these areas. However, as clubs self-assess, an “auditing” process needs 
to be established and, should a club determine that it has a weakness in a certain area, 
assistance from the local state body, or from CA, needs to be available. 
 
The Australian Cricketers’ Association (ACA) for a second year allocated funds to every Premier 
Club across Australia to be paid to an ACA Member to coach and/or play for that club. ACA 
membership is restricted to cricketers who have, effectively, played 1st Class cricket, so it was 
hoped to be able to inject some level of experience back into club cricket. At Gordon, this 
assisted with our being able to retain the services of Trevor Chappell as Head Coach. This ACA 
initiative was considered to be highly successful and it is hoped that this funding will be available 
again next season. Presumably, this will be dependent on a suitable outcome for the ACA from 
their ongoing player payments dispute with Cricket Australia.

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Facilities Report 
 
The club has an annual lease covering Chatswood Oval and 
Beauchamp Park (Willoughby) as well as Killara Oval (Ku-ring-
gai). Our turf wicket practice facilities are situated at 
Chatswood Oval. 
 
Over the season 2016-17, the Council undertook a major 
project to totally replace the practice wickets at the southern 
end of the ground. This work started before the start of the 
season and while we were able to play on the ground after six 
weeks, the new practice wickets obviously will take a year to settle, be adequately rolled and 
available for next year.  As described within the operations report this meant finding other 
practice facilities and the facilities committee would like to Riverview College, Macquarie 
University, The Shore School and Mt. Kur-ring-gai Indoor Sports Centre for their assistance 
during the season. 
 
In addition we were pleased to be able to replace the sight screens at Beauchamp with a 
product of a much higher standard.  
 
The club was very pleased with the condition of our Chatswood Oval this season, with all 
umpires and opponent captains speaking very highly of the surface and outfield, particularly 
after Christmas when the ground was rated highly by the umpires. This was a fantastic effort 
again by the ground staff. Our other Willoughby Council ground, Beauchamp Oval, started in 
poor condition after the rugby, however replanting of affected areas early allowed for an 
acceptable condition after Christmas. It is our desire however for Council to allow the ground to 
be de-thatched after Christmas to improve the outfield for the faster roll of the ball, particularly 
with our younger players being in our fifth and Colts teams and finding it hard to reach the 
boundary along the ground. 
 
With a lot of hard work by the groundsman there was an outstanding improvement in the 
wicket square at Killara, getting back to the high standard of previous years. However, due to 
seasonal circumstance, the club and ground scored very low on the Sydney Cricket Association 
ground standards list. Further investment and ongoing work with KMC will be required to move 
the rating into the top half of the rankings in the next season. 
 
In early June, the club submitted a detailed questionnaire to Willoughby Council on the creation 
of a Master Plan for Chatswood Park, which includes the Oval and surrounds. The questionnaire 
included our usage of the ground, our history, the issue of parking, our likes and dislikes and 
suggested improvement for the park. 
 
Our submission put forward an initial request to consider a major upgrade to the park area to 
include multi story club and community usage rooms, facilities for the childcare centre, an 
indoor sporting facility, storage areas and improved parking. At this early stage the response 
was not accompanied with a detailed plan, rather an indication on what we believe should be 
done to the ground to bring its outer areas up to the standards of many other grade cricket 
grounds in Sydney.

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Operations Report 
 
The past season was a curious one indeed with regards to 
operations. 
 
Made infinitely more difficult by the decision to upgrade our 
practice wickets at Chatswood oval [a very welcome initiative 
by Willoughby Council] resulting in us having to find alternate 
training facilities for the entire season – not an easy task with 
3 months’ notice. 
 
Our President along with numerous other “scouts” came up 
with the best solution available at the time with a shared 
arrangement between Riverview School and Macquarie Uni. The quality of the decks prepared 
at Riverview were, on the whole, pretty good however, weather seemed to intervene 
consistently at Macquarie to the frustration of all involved.  We were able to fall back on 
synthetic practice wickets at Shore but overall, training was a difficult and unreliable proposition 
all year. However, given the results on the field, perhaps we should adopt this approach on a 
regular basis. It certainly didn’t have an adverse effect! Hopefully the short term pain will be all 
worth it with some quality training decks at Chatswood. Poor drainage was also fixed at the 
southern end of the training square. 
 
We will also have some decent fielding nets to use now having purchased them to extend the 
length of the nets at Macquarie Uni. 
 
The new electronic scoreboard finally got good use this season having being installed at the end 
of the previous season. Like every bit of modern technology, it does seem to have the odd 
hiccup but really, it’s pretty reliable and has given us a more professional look to our premier 
ground. Andrew Falk absolutely loves the added responsibility of updating it. Just a shame it 
doesn’t include replay facilities.  
 
Covers duty seemed to work ok – nobody likes doing them of course but, only having to drag 
yourself around the grounds twice a season, most certainly was the preferred way of going 
about things. We will keep the weekly roster system going next season and we only ask that you 
try and plan ahead as best you can to make sure that on your rostered week, you are available. 
 
We will be buying a new cover for Killara that actually covers the square (and not need two to 
cover) and moving the smaller 30 x 25 lighter cover down to Beauchamp. Let’s hope we don’t 
experience the rain we did around finals time last season. 

The upgraded change rooms at Chatswood and Beauchamp were well received and a vast 
improvement on the condition they were in previously.  Sharing our facilities at both these 
grounds with after school care presents its difficulties but we need to work within these 
constraints due to the council requiring these facilities for the increase in demand within the 
Chatswood area. During the off season, Trumper Pavilion has been partially renovated. 
Unfortunately, we may have less access to hanging our club memorabilia on the walls but are 
working towards creating a digital display for use during the season.  

The 3 grounds provided their fair share of issues throughout the season:

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Chatswood Oval 

Unable to use the ground for the first 3 or 4 rounds was another headache to overcome. It 
meant that first grade had to play away and 2nd grade had to persevere with a Killara Oval 
surface struggling to recover from a high use winter season. Once we got back on Chatswood, it 
was pretty much business as usual with firm decks and a fast outfield. We continue to battle the 
part time soccer players tearing up the turf with football boots through rain, hail and shine. 
Council had laid new synthetic grass on the 2 short practice wickets which was good news for 
the women’s club and their training days. Apart from one unfortunate morning when a 
gentleman was found deceased in the grandstand, the daily set up worked well with a new 
lunch system for First grade well received. Council has a plan on the table to rectify drainage 
issues around the circumference of the oval hopefully commencing in July this year and not 
impacting our training. Towards the end of last season, the lights at Chatswood were upgraded 
so will hopefully give us a better opportunity for training as the sun goes down especially prior 
to daylight saving.  

Willoughby Council has also put out a questionnaire for all residents and ground hirers to 
ascertain how we would like to see the future development of the ground. Many thanks to Paul 
Stephenson for putting together a fantastic submission on behalf of our club that may well see 
some massive improvements in the coming years including a gym, indoor training wickets and a 
new grandstand!  

Killara Oval 

Sadly, Killara was a problem most of the season. The actual wicket was generally in reasonable 
shape for playing on but, too often, the outfield was in poor condition. The lack of proper 
irrigation meant the outfield was not up to the standard we have come to expect from our 
grounds. We are hoping with an increased commitment by the Council next season we will see a 
better prepared outfield. The Pavilion remains pretty much as it was when first opened but 
serves our needs pretty well. It’s always a lovely place to watch cricket from. Who will forget the 
Colts Grand Final when the ball disappeared from view the moment it was hit off the square!!

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The website has continued its role as a communication medium for cricket throughout our 
community and within Australia. Our statistics show that we are averaging over 20,000 visits to 
our site every month with recognisable patterns from Australia and other countries. The number 
of visits, and their sources, indicates the on-going interest in not only our club but cricket in 
general.  
  
Understandably, our real growth in viewers and interactions has been across the social media 
platforms and our mobile application. These various forms of communication have allowed us to 
reach more of our player and supporter base in their preferred mediums, as technology 
continues to provide us with additional avenues for sharing our club news. 
  
The Gordon Club website incorporates matching sites for our Women’s Division, our Junior Club, 
our Academy and our in2CRICKET program. Each of these has seen increased numbers of visitors 
over the past season as content is posted more frequently to these sites. 
  
The continued expansion of our online shop, has allowed the effective administration of player 
gear selection, purchase and distribution. This has particularly assisted the junior and in2Cricket 
volunteers, who need to distribute gear to around 400 girls and boys. Better integration of the 
secure PayPal facility within the website has seen a significant increase in credit card payments, 
easing the volunteer burden on the club in managing player subscription, academy coaching 
sessions and clothing payments throughout the club. 
  
As highlighted above, the increased uses of the mobile ‘Team App’ has provided all supporters’ 
access to contribute and receive real-time updates of the teams’ performances over the 
weekend. This is also being used as a calendar of events and to send through targeted 
communications and general announcements, which means the club doesn’t solely relying on 
people accessing the site directly. This has provided the club with an additional advertising 
opportunity, and we would encourage potential sponsors to consider this medium, with our 
‘click through’ rates over 300% above the industry benchmarks. 
  
While our site continues to host our content, our mobile app is fast becoming the major 
communication tool for the Club, notifying members of a variety of activities, team selections, 
match reports written by the players, updates to club competitions and Player of the Round, 
Month and Year and at times history items that stir the interest of supporters and those 
interested in cricket.

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Second Grade Report 
 
This was a fantastic season for Second Grade. 
After a couple of seasons of development, 
underachievement and far too many losses we 
performed exceptionally well in 2016/17. We won 
almost as many games (nine) as we had over the 
previous two seasons combined (ten) and made it 
through to the semi-final which was narrowly lost. 
The team’s resurgent success paralleled that of 
the entire Gordon club. 
 
The most telling difference between this season 
and the two previous ones was the added 
experience of those in Second Grade. In the early rounds a majority of Second Grade had 
considerable 1st Grade experience. Most of those who did not, made their debuts in the top 
grade at some point during the season. Two seasons ago many of the current crop had just 
made their debuts in second grade. That so much progress has been made over three seasons is 
a testament to the players’ dedication to training, reflection on past disappointments and 
camaraderie. It made for an immensely enjoyable season and one that I was proud to be a part 
of.  

Season credits 

We won the first four games (all at Killara 
Oval) convincingly, setting the team up for a 
run at the finals. The standout during this 
period was opening bat and leg spinner Scott 
O’Brien. In the first seven rounds he made five 
50 plus scores and took a five-wicket haul. 
Scott ended up being leading run scorer in the 
second grade competition with 633 runs at 
42.20 and contributed a more than handy 25 
wickets at 21.64. He would go on to win 
Second Grade Player of the Year as well as 
joint Club Player of the Year. These thoroughly 
deserved awards are all the more remarkable 
considering Scott played almost all the 
previous season in Third Grade where he batted in the mid to lower order and was bowled 
sparingly. 

Scott was also one of three players to score a hundred during the season. His 103* against North 
Sydney was only bettered by Max Papworth’s 132 and Reagan Klemt’s 121*, both scored against 
UNSW in Round 3. Both Max (389 runs at 32.42) and Reagan (402 runs at 30.92) played several 
innings of absolute quality during the season and were rewarded with a few games in First 
Grade. Having worked their way through the grades they have matured into excellent top grade 
players. Greater consistency with the bat (and ball in Reagan’s case) will push their cases for 
permanent spots in First Grade. 

Another player on a similar trajectory is Daniel Stickland, who enjoyed his best season yet for 
Gordon. Dan’s 35 wickets at 15.56 made him the joint-second leading wicket taker in the 
competition and led to his First Grade debut in Round 12. His brilliant 6/46 in the qualifying-final 
helped us defeat eventual premiers Sydney Cricket Club. Dan is perhaps the most improved

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current player at the club having steadily made his way from Colts to First Grade in the past five 
years. His success has been hard earned and is well merited. We are extremely fortunate to 
have him at our club. 

Other players of promise who introduced themselves to Second Grade this year include Dom 
Thomson (535 at 31.50) and Corbin Edgar (425 at 23.60). Both started in thirds before becoming 
permanent fixtures in the Second Grade batting line up. Their maturity and composure were 
part of the ingredients missing from the last two seasons. They too have risen up the Gordon 
Grade ladder and are players to look out for. Another success was Josh Doyle who came across 
to Gordon having played Fourth Grade for Mosman Cricket Club and finished this season in First 
Grade. Josh’s 290 runs at 24.20 and 16 wickets at 16.1 played vital contributions to our 
successes. He has the potential to have a big future at our club. Nick Miller also secured a 
permanent spot in Second Grade having played a handful of games over the previous few 
seasons. Nick has become one of the most reliable and skillful bowlers in the team and many are 
excited to watch his continued development. 

Other strong performances came at times from Sam Baker, Anand Verma and ESPN cricinfo 
profile bearers Chad Soper, Daniel Smith and Will Phillips. Chad and Dan have played many 
seasons of First Grade for the club and added invaluable experience and quality to every game 
they played in the 2s. Will came from England to play his second season at the club and was 
brilliant to have in the team. We thank him for all the contributions he made to the club as an 
overseas player.  

Other comments 

Second Grade trained well this season despite the difficulties caused by the redevelopment of 
the practice wickets at Chatswood Oval. We consistently had the most representatives of any 
grade at club training. This is a significant and noteworthy effort considering most players were 
either working full-time or in the final stages of their university degrees. The players’ dedication 
to consistent and purposeful training surely contributed to our strong performances this year.  

It also had a positive effect on players in lower grades. I made it known to the team at the start 
of the season that it was important that everyone commit time and energy to developing 
relationships with and assisting other players in the club, especially those younger and newer 
than ourselves. While all those in Second Grade aspire to perform well and earn selection in the 
top grade it is important to work towards to the broader goal of developing a more positive, 
inclusive and ultimately successful club. Gordon is on the path to achieving this and I thank the 
players in Second Grade in particular for their contributions in this regard.

Important 
contributions were also made by Jamie Soper, Peter Klemt and Sam Buono. These people are 
some of many who volunteer their Saturdays to make our cricket more enjoyable and for that 
we are extremely grateful.

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Third Grade Report 
 
Staring down the barrel. That’s how Gordon Third 
Grade were at Christmas, sitting on a lowly 12 points, 
running close to last, with only Sutherland and 
Blacktown beneath us. Another cricketing season gone, 
the time spent grinding out games wasted. Nothing to 
play for. Seven games remaining. 
  
That’s how it could have been. 
  
When you consider that in the four rounds before 
Christmas Third Grade had undergone an outright 
defeat at the hands of an excellent St George team, a subsequent and unfortunate change of 
captaincy, a near-outright loss to Sydney Uni, a loss to Penrith and a washout against Sutherland, 
it really couldn’t have been much worse. 
  
Tested against the best, with Uni finishing first, St George 2nd and Penrith 6th at the end of the 
regular season, we fell well short of the mark.  
  
What you couldn’t have seen out of that doom and gloom around the sheds at the time was the 
astonishing Renaissance of that same side in the weeks following the break. It wasn’t a change 
in personnel that precipitated the change. The only thing that was different was the attitude. 
  
In the seven games after Christmas Third Grade recorded five wins, three of them with a bonus 
point in one dayers, and two washouts, for a flawless 2017 record. The bonus points came 
against eventual finalists Mosman and Wests, along with Sydney who finished just below our 
side in 9th. The results highlighted the complete turnaround in attitude, performance, and 
fortunes for the team. Teams playing well and for each other create their own luck. That’s what 
Gordon Third Grade did. 
  
5-0. You simply couldn’t have predicted it before the change of the annum. But as the inimitable 
Ed Howitt, the long-time Third Grade Captain, says - 
“Cricket’s a funny game.” So it was that season. So it 
shall be next.  
  
Finishing 8th in the context of all of that doesn’t 
seem so bad. But really all the end result does is ask 
the question - what could have been? The side had 
all the potential to make the finals. The hallmarks of 
a strong side were there. Our club was strong, with 
plenty of competition for spots and against all odds 
reasonable training effort from all players. It was 
simply a lack of attitude and application meant that 
we were the only grade not to be playing finals 
cricket this season. Gordon have rarely fielded four 
teams in the finals since I arrived at the club about a 
decade ago, and I would have loved to have added 
another team to that.

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Sadly, it wasn’t to be. I sincerely hope that lessons of perseverance, attitude, application and 
respect get heeded next season. With all the talent available, there will be no reason the side 
can’t make the finals in the 2017/18 season.  
  
To the nitty gritty.  
  
Third Grade has been described as a ‘transient’ grade by ex-Gordon Third Grade Captain and 
now renowned author Ian Higgins. By necessity, being smack bang in the middle of the graded 
sides, it is so. This season was no different. No less than 28 players were used throughout the 
year. This included plenty of debutants, some of whom had moved up through sheer weight of 
performances, and some of whom have never played a grade game for the club before. 
  
This meant that nailing down strong statistical performers was a challenge. Batting was a 
weakness of the side all year. Few players ever really got in and put together a mammoth 
innings. This was partly due to Killara generally playing a few tricks early on in the day, but more 
due to a lack of application displayed by our bats. The problem certainly wasn’t constrained to 
our home deck! The statistics back up the fact it was the toughest area for the team. During the 
season (12 games where we actually got on) the team only scored nine half centuries between 
us. Two of those were by Dominic Thomson, who wasn’t sighted in Third Grade after Round 3. 
  
Opener Shayne Lin managed two of them, and was 
perhaps the most reliable bladesman for the side 
throughout the season. Shayne scored 239 runs in 8 
games at an average of 23.9. A handy return in a side 
that didn’t give him much support. In the ‘above 200’ 
club, 11 games saw Adam Cubbage notch 251 runs at 
an average of 20.92. Adam would finish the top run-
scorer for the Grade. No one else managed over 200, 
though Corbin Edgar was very close with 199 at an 
average of a tick under 25.  
  
Bowling, generally, was a better area for the team. 
Though in times when we really needed to take 
wickets and restrict scoring, particularly in Round 5, 6 
and 7, we were guilty of trying too many things. But the 20-wicket club for the grade wasn’t any 
more populated than the 200-run club, meaning great statistical stories are hard to tell. Jack 
Skilbeck took 20 wickets at average of 20.8, bowling some tough spells and some not-so-tough 
ones, including a memorable 5/30 against North Sydney in the first innings. Fellow opener 
Patrick Effeney took 21 wickets at 15.76, including a burgled 4/11 from 9 overs against Sydney at 
Birchgrove.  
  
Other strong bowling performances came from the two leg spinners, Adam Cubbage and Chris 
De Kretser. Cubby is a long-time servant of the club, and was rewarded for his consistency and 
turn this year with 14 Third Grade wickets. Newcomer to the club Chris managed 18 wickets, 
and bowled with great accuracy and rip. His progress will be interesting to watch over the next 
few seasons. 
  
As with any season, there were also some memorable games played. The final round against 
Wests, in particular, will have players and spectators telling stories for seasons to come. With 
nothing to play for and on a slightly moist wicket, the Stags managed to bowl a finals-bound 
Wests team out for just 44 on their home track. What’s more, Darren Jayasekera had left the 
field after the first over, meaning we did it with just ten players on the field. By the time we

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chased it down (4 down, of course) it was just past midday, and everyone was home by 
lunchtime.  
  
In the wash-up, it would be the ring-in captain who would receive the player of the year in Third 
Grade. Patrick Effeney, on top of his 21 wickets, scored 178 runs at an average of 44.5 to get the 
nod.  
  
Finishing eighth isn’t a disgrace. I was very pleased with the way the team showed plenty of fight 
even when finals seemed like a fanciful dream. But grade cricket is at its best when you’re 
playing finals. And finals-bound teams stick through difficult times to cash in later. Spending 
hard time out in the middle, getting used to the condition of the pitch and the bowlers, and 
respecting good balls is what allows you to score big runs. Leaving the ball when it’s doing a bit 
is a better skill to possess than being able to hit a cover drive over cover for a boundary. Bowling 
a lot of good balls on one side of the wicket will get you more wickets than an extra 10km/h or a 
spell of bouncers.  
  
The encouraging part is we’re a young club, and a young Third Grade team. We are a team that 
should be on the upswing, with only more competition for spots coming from the excellent 
young players in Fourths, Fifths and Colts. I hope that we take some of the hard lessons dished 
out to us by the better teams into next season, and give ourselves a serious shot at finals next 
season. That much talent deserves nothing less.

From 

Mitch Kleem, Liam McElduff and Steve Bristow’s consistently classy and brutal batting at the top 

of the order, often taking matches away from teams, to Rahul Krishna’s Hat Trick and 6/65 

which turned the match for us against St George, or Charlie Booth’s brilliant 77 and Pat Rice’s 

5/41 which proved to be the difference against Mosman, a game where we were in real trouble. 

Charlie Booth also finished with a 5/54 off 19 to wipe out Bankstown, while Will Calov brought 

Penrith to their knees with 5/33 off 13. While there were many half centuries, apart from 

Shayne Lin, Darren Jayasekera was the only other century maker, blasting 110 against Blacktown 

in the first game of the season.

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Luckily, this wasn’t the case. Our bowlers, combined with Oli Zannino taking 5 screamers and 

Matt Wright taking the catch of the season, tore through their batsman having them all out for 

42. Watts 2/11 off 6, Keevers 4/7 off 11, Calov 1/7 off 6 and Booth 3/7 off 7.5. This really was 

the best display of bowling and fielding I’ve ever been a part of, and most importantly, in a semi-

final, against a quality side who had demolished teams all year. From then, it was down to our 

batsman again, with the target of ensuring ND’s couldn’t cause any major upsets in the 6.5 

remaining hours on day 2.  

Mitch Kleem, usually a monster hitting quick scorer, spent 1.5 hours at the crease for 21 runs, in 

possibly the most patient display of his career. Then our young gun Matt Wright showed 

maturity and responsibility far beyond his years, batting 4 hours for just 13 runs, ball by ball 

putting the game out of reach.   

While the special efforts receive all of the glory and headlines, it’s also important to remember 

the competitors who make up a side which goes so well. These are the guys who mightn’t have 

the 5 wicket hauls or centuries next to their names, but are just as importantly contributing with 

2, 3 or 4 wickets each week, vital half centuries, long bowling spells on hot days, and the quality 

fielding which combines to take the wickets our bowlers need. These are the likes of Oli Zannino 

and Harry Rees (Our young gun keepers), Matt Keevers, Sam Watts, Nick Prell, Stuart Bromley, 

Hugh Sherwood, Chris Spratt, Ryan Tullia, Tom Hamblin, Lachie Stewart and Harry Middlebrook, 

who all played important roles throughout the season.  

Now to the Grand Final, against Sydney at Drummoyne. The boys were pumped to play at one of 

Sydney’s best grounds, and definitely ready for a big match after the strong semi-final result.

Matt Wright was the pick 

of our bowlers, taking 4/87 off 20, but even after 98 overs they were still quite comfortable 

sitting at 7/286. We can put it down as good experience and a reminder to everyone, of how 

well you need to play, to win a grand final.   

While things didn’t go our way at the ‘big dance’, it definitely shouldn’t take away from what has 

been a great season. Along with good quality cricket, some great friendships have also been 

formed in a side that had a really positive energy about it.

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Colts Report 
 
 The Gordon Colts squad for the 2016/2017 season 
became champions. A season which was dominated 
by youth, enthusiasm and a drive for success, the 
Gordon Colts were triumphant in more ways than one. 
The Gordon Colts compete in the Sydney Metropolitan 
Cup (also known as 6th Grade) and have always been a 
fierce competitor in this competition for years on end. 
This season was something special at the heart of the 
Colts squad.  
 
A handful of young men had hoped to be playing in a 
higher grade at the beginning of the season but were only to be selected in the last grade that 
Gordon filled each week. Despite this disappointment, the players that competed in this grade 
week in and week out for the entirety of the season have achieved not only a championship but 
have come in leaps and bounds with their own personal performances that they should be very 
proud of.  
 
When I was appointed as captain of the Gordon Colts I was optimistic, aware of the unknown 
and the challenges that the youth of the squad may face. Nonetheless, young players never 
disappoint in attending training, making the most of every match day and playing cricket in true 
Gordon style. The season began in September and the opponents in week one to five were 
Blacktown, Sydney University, Mosman, George’s River and UNSW respectively.  
 
The Gordon Colts drifted their way to Beauchamp Park for Round 1 vs Blacktown where the 
team was new, some were anxious and others disappointed with selections. We won the toss 
and bowled in the hope that early nerves could be settled with everyone getting out onto the 
field. With Blacktown at 0/60 of 10 overs I could only think that maybe this could be a long 
season. However, a crafty spell from 
Prashan Seneviratne and a five-wicket haul 
to Aaron Crofts in the opening round 
changed the context of the opening match 
and the Gordon Colts arguably set up their 
winning ways with superb performance in 
the field. Despite a clinical 30 not out from 
Tom Hamblin, the game ended in a draw 
and Gordon were forced to split the points.  
 
The next few rounds finished the way they 
started. Sydney University were 
comprehensively beaten by ten wickets at 
the University, Mosman put up a fight in 
round three but the damage had been 
done with the bat,  the George’s River 
encounter ended in one of the most dramatic draws of the century which I am sure some of the 
boys in the team will be telling their grandchildren about in the future and the UNSW game was 
a batting master class, where four players in the top six scored fifty and the bowlers did the 
damage to almost record an outright victory.  
 
The early rounds featured quality individual performances. Each player in the team had 
contributed significantly to the up-beat start to the season. Aaron Crofts claimed 5/29 versus

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Blacktown in Round 1. Nick Dellis took 3/21 in his first game for the club versus Sydney 
University. Brady Morrison scored 55 with the bat, Matt Keane scored quickly for his 75 against 
Mosman and Danusha Seneviratne bowled 15 overs to claim 3/50 in the same fixture.  
 
In round 4 we welcomed our overseas player Jory 
Cureton who was from Windscombe in England 
for the first time. Jory was a tall, lanky bowler who 
didn’t mind showing his potential with the bat in 
hand either. This fixture saw him bowl 18 overs 
for 3/63. Brady Morrison also surpassed fifty again 
with a best score of 69.  
 
The first five rounds ended at the University of 
New South Wales. Brady Morrison, Andrew 
Harvey, Oliver Williams and Matt Keane all piled 
on the runs in a friendly wicket at David Phillips. 
Oliver Williams played his best innings for the club 
reaching 76 and Matt Keane once again proved 
that all fast bowlers can bat and scored 64 off just 
58 deliveries. Jory Cureton was impressive with 4/23 with the ball and was well supported by 
the inclusion of Vikrant Nehru 2/19 and Danusha Seneviratne 2/24. With about forty overs left 
in the second day, Gordon strived for an outright victory. UNSW finished at 8/94, but the 
highlight of the innings was Manus Chauhan’s 4/15 off 12 overs who almost guided Gordon to 
an outright victory late on Day two.  
 
The season was a third of the way through and the team was in the swing of winning. The 
Gordon Colts team were a unique bunch of cricketers. The squad was dominated by plenty of 
youth and a sprinkle of older younger players who we still considered young. When I reflect on 
the age, talent and attitude of the boys in the squad this season I think of the energetic and 
determination to win. Across the squad, almost half had played fourth grade and most a game 
or two in fifth grade. This was a side that had the potential to play attacking and attractive 
cricket. This epitomised the brand of cricket the Colts team played this season. At times, people 
may have scrutinised the attacking nature of how we played, but in reflection this is what made 
us different from our competitors. Time and time again, the opposition would reach 0/30 off 12 
overs. We had four or five slips in play, no fine leg, two catches either side of the wicket. Yes, we 
hadn’t taken a wicket but in twenty overs time the opposition had been bowled out. My three 
words are ‘Attack with Persistence’. 
 
Instead of taking you through game by game for 
the rest of the season, I would like to point out 
some of the best moments and highlights of 
individual players and the team to close off what 
has been a monumental season for not only the 
players but the team this 2016/2017 season. 
 
Everyone that has played a game at Snape Park at 
Maroubra knows that the cricket variables are 
endless. A round six clash took us back over the 
bridge to take on Randwick Petersham Green. 
Matt Keane claimed 5/26 off 17 overs, Vikrant 
Nehru took 3/9 off 8 overs in the first innings. However, in this fixture it was not about the 
bowling, nor the batting it was about the fielding. Yes, Gordon won outright but it is the 
following statistics that make you fantasize about how well the team truly played. A formidable

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nineteen out of the twenty wickets taken by the team were either caught behind the wicket, 
bowled or LBW. Keeper Oliver Williams claimed five catches for the match, with the men in the 
slips busy at work trying to push in for a catch themselves. For those who attended the match, I 
am sure they will agree that the catching was remarkable.  
 
Gordon finished the remainder of the regular season with two tight losses to rivals Penrith and a 
few strong wins against weaker opposition. The Semi – Final was inevitably washed out against 
Randwick Petersham at Killara Park and Gordon 
soared through to the Final against the Penrith 
Panthers. 
 
Firstly, I want to congratulate those who were 
involved in the Minor Premiership of the Colts 
Squad. This was a reward for persistence, hunger 
and an attitude to win. You deserve this recognition.  
 
The final had been hyped up for weeks, some would 
say months if they suspected that the captain was 
reporting. The gloomy weather had interrupted 
cricket for consecutive weekends but play started 
early on a sunny Sunday Morning on the 27th March.  
 
With Gordon bowling first, our king of swing Nick Dellis, did what almost every captain asks of 
your swing bowler. Arguably the most underlying performance of the Final was Nick’s spells. He 
bowled all morning taking 2/22 off 11 overs and troubled Penrith for the time he had the 
kookaburra in hand.  
 
Vikrant Nehru, Dylan Hood and Matt Keane charged in to cement Gordon’s strangle on the 
Penrith batting. They were accurate, quick and measured. The middle overs were strictly 
dominated by Gordon as Penrith lost 10 wickets for 55 runs. Aaron Crofts bowled a clinical spell 
taking 3/7 to dismantle any fight back from Penrith to see them crumble all out for 88. 
 
Finally, our two youngest players Andrew Harvey and Brady Morrison combined for their best 
opening stand of the season. After weeks of frustration, I commend Brady and Andrew for the 
way they approached the best attack in the competition.

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Poidevin Gray Shield Report 
 
The Poidevin-Gray season of 2016/17 on the whole was a 
disappointing year for the Gordon Stags, winning only 2 
out of the 6 games played. Despite this, PGs still acts as a 
great platform that offers a chance to promising young 
cricketers at the Club to demonstrate their talent amongst 
players from different grades. It is most certainly a high 
standard of cricket, one that young players may not have 
experienced before, and it offers a lot in relation to the 
personal and individual development of the players.  
 
A large emphasis was on the growth of healthy 
competitiveness and creating a good, positive team atmosphere. There were quite a few players 
returning from the previous year and under the guidance of fellow clubman and 1st grade player 
Tym Crawford, the season ahead looked encouraging.  
 
Round 1 was a very disappointing start to the season. A big loss to a well-fitted Manly side acted 
as a bit of a wake-up call. At the end of the day we knew we didn’t bowl to our plans and our run 
chase took the same path. An exciting moment of the game was the forthcoming of our young 
overseas player Mason Crane, who smashed his way to 69 off 59 balls including 5 big sixes.  
 
In round 2 we travelled to Petersham Oval to take on Randy-Petes. The sun shined ever so 
brightly and the boys were pumped up in order to make amends for last round loss. With a toss 
of the coin the lads were batting. A great start saw the score climb to 2/133 after 21 overs, a big 
score loomed. However, the captain was dismissed for 54, and this started a middle order 
collapse with the Stags succumbing to 6/148 after 28 overs. Some late big hitting from Nick 
Miller (40*) helped the team reach a respectable 8/221 after 50 overs. Randwick looked like 
they were up for the challenge, with the score at 1/120 off 17 in their innings. However, some 
exceptional leg spin bowling from De Kretser and Crane in the middle overs meant that 
Randwick would collapse and were dismissed for 196 in the 43rd over. Some highly impressive 
performances by Gordon’s trio of spinners included De Kretser with 4/30, Crane 3/37 and Doyle 
2/39 as well as some outstanding catches by Doyle, Papworth and Roberts. An exciting win 
proved to the team that we were capable of playing at a very high standard if we didn’t stop 
competing all the way to the end.  
 
Round 3 saw the team take on Sydney at our home ground, Chatswood oval. Going into this 
game with momentum from our come-from-behind victory against Randwick, the boys were up 
for the challenge and were keen to grab a victory at what some would say is the best ground in 
Sydney. The lads buzzed through the overs and with the aid of some tight bowling up front from 
Harry Middlebrook and Josh Doyle kept the tigers to a low score of 181. The stags chased this 4 
down for 182 in the 44th over. Runs to Papworth (46), Crane (38*), and Cahlin (32) proved a 
dominant display with the bat and ball and this would put us in a great direction and build 
confidence in our ability considering big game coming up the next round against NDs.  
 
Round 4 against Northern Districts would prove to be a crucial game for our season, as we 
looked to make a charge towards finals. We would be sent out into the field to begin the game. 
An NDs opener smashed his way to 101, and a big score threatened until a great display of spin 
bowling (Doyle 3-52, Crane 2-41) halted NDs score and they ended up on 6/268 after 50. 
Another good start to the Gordon innings kicked us off nicely. Once again, some bad shots and 
unlucky decisions caused the team to slump to all out for 192 in the 45th over. Axel Cahlin made

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a solid 66, but no one was able to support his efforts and bring the team home. A disappointing 
loss, however the boys didn’t lose confidence heading into the next game.  
 
Round 5, a match up against Sydney Uni at Chatswood Oval. What a game this set out to be. We 
were unable to get the win, but the boys showed that they could play a great brand of cricket. A 
Sydney Uni first innings total of 269 didn’t seem out of reach at all, in which our bowlers 
performed well to bowl them out in the last over. Once again, Crane lead to attack with 3-41 off 
his 10, and was well supported by De Kretser (2-45) and Pat Rice (3-63). Our run chase consisted 
of some wonderful stroke play, mainly from Josh Doyle who smashed his way to 94 to put the 
team in a great position to win the game. He was well supported by Crane (53) as well. However, 
our top and middle order left a little too much 
for our tail to do and the team was dismissed for 
249 in the 48th over. This was a crucial game for 
the Stags, and the disappointing loss meant we 
most certainly would miss out on finals.  
 
In our last round, we would take on St George at 
the illustrious Hurstville Oval, St George looked 
to bat first after winning the toss, and were 
startled by a great opening bowling partnership 
from Nick Miller and Josh Doyle, with Doyley 
taking 2 early wickets including a very rare hit 
wicket. Gradual wickets fell and the St George 
innings ended 7/208 after 50. Once again, our 
Openers Cahlin and Bekis got the boys off to a decent start, seeing off the new ball well. 
However, a few quick wickets for St George meant that Papworth (66) and Sherwood (36) would 
have to attempt to steady the ship and build a partnership in order to bring the team home.  
 
Despite some great effort, the team was bowled out for 188 in the 48th over. It was 
disappointing not to get the win in the last round of the season in what was the last game of 
some of the boys PGs careers.  
 
There’s a lot of people I would love to thank for their support throughout the PGs season. Our 
coach Tym Crawford was a delight to have in the change room and around the ground 
throughout the year. He put a lot of effort into helping the youth of the club grow as cricketers 
by passing on his knowledge of the game. The team had a few team managers throughout the 
season. Peter Calov, Geoff Keevers and Geoff Hickman all made superior efforts and we greatly 
appreciate their kind work. Also, to Lesley Calov who without fail put on outrageous spreads of 
food for the team.  
 
With the end of the season, Gordon finished 14th on the overall ladder. Our final position 
definitely portrayed our overall performance quite well. We did not play to our full potential 
consistently throughout the season, and this hurt us at crucial times during our 6 games. This 
team has however, become a great foundation of talent for next season, with the majority of 
the boys aiming to return next year with plenty of experience and understanding of what it 
takes to be successful in this competition.  
 
It was an absolute pleasure to captain these boys for the season. Despite our performance, we 
never ceased to enjoy being together and that’s what so great about this club. Good luck to the 
PGs side of 2017/2018, we look forward to seeing how you perform.

439 boys and girls made Gordon Juniors their 
home club for the 2016 -17 season. We proudly 
fielded 29 teams across 9 age groups, making us 
the second largest club on the North Shore. An 
incredible feat by any measure and one that 
indicates both the level of enjoyment and the 
belief in the club philosophy that our members 
have embraced. 
 
Gordon Juniors are a very strong club. Strength 
that is not measured by trophies collected, but 
rather by the lifelong friendships that will be 
forged by putting the children’s enjoyment of 
playing our great game ahead of any other 
priority. Gordon Juniors has had in excess of 400 
active members for each of the past five seasons, 
we continue to grow whilst many other junior clubs in our area have experienced dwindling 
numbers and reduced levels of participation. Our success has been built on three fundamental 
principles; 
 
In the younger age groups, we place a total emphasis on children playing in teams with their 
friends and simply participating, rather than seeking to grade individuals. This philosophy is not 
shared by all clubs in the area, but is a cornerstone of our club and will always remain so. 
 
In the older age groups, we seek to ensure that children who want to improve their skills have 
access to quality coaching and mentoring. This has been an area where the senior club has been 
of considerable assistance. In making experienced members of the grade club available to coach 
our juniors, we have been able to commence forging stronger ties with the seniors and have 
given our juniors access to role models within our own club.  
 
A significant highlight for many of our juniors this year was the invitation from the Senior Clubs 
First Grade team to be involved in a finals match at Chatswood Oval. Some of our Under 11 
team took the drinks out during play and were invited into the rooms during the match. This day 
was spoken about by all the kids involved for weeks after. There was genuine excitement in the 
way they described the experience to their friends and has made a wonderful impression on all 
of them. It is activities like this that enhances the relationship that our member parents have 
with the broader Gordon Cricket community, a key contributing factor in maintaining our high 
membership numbers, and one that I am grateful to the Senior Club for providing. 
 
And finally, and most importantly, we strive to provide a safe, supportive and inclusive 
environment for all our children. One that places our children’s enjoyment and participation 
above all else. A philosophy that we hope will see our children stay with our club and one that 
will encourage our parents to spread the word that Gordon Juniors is a great club to be part of. 
 
However, a club of our size is challenging to run. We rely exclusively on volunteers to perform all 
the tasks required to administer our club and this year has been particularly difficult as we have 
struggled to find enough people to assist. It will be a key component of our 2017 -18 strategy to 
extend the size of our committee and actively encourage greater parental involvement in the 
day to day running of Gordon Juniors. 
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This past season our 439 members and our 29 
teams were serviced by only a handful of active 
committee members. We relied heavily on the 
individual team managers to perform many of 
the tasks that, under better circumstances, 
would be completed centrally by the club’s 
administration. We struggled to disseminate 
information in a timely fashion and were unable 
to focus any energies on planning for the future 
as we struggled to keep up with the demands of 
the present. We need a healthy, active and 
vibrant committee to continue to drive the 
growth and success of our club. It is our key 
objective for this pre-season to address and 
remedy this issue. 
 
I would like to take this opportunity to thank Geoff Hickman and the committee of the senior 
club for their assistance and support over the past season. We have taken great steps to 
fostering closer ties between our clubs and I look forward to continuing the progress next 
summer.

Message from the President  
 
Welcome to the end of our 35th season, and what a season it 
was!  
  
Minor premiers in 3rds T20, minor premiers in 1sts Limited 
Overs, and undefeated minor premiers in the Combined T20.  
Runner's-up in both the T20 and limited overs in 3rd grade, 
and at long-last, PREMIERS in both the Combined T20 and 1st 
Grade Limited Overs.  
  
The icing on the cake was the long-awaited Club 
Championship, the 8th in our 35-year history. The last one 
signaled 4 on the trot, and was exactly 20 years ago. I 
accepted that last championship shield as a young and very 
inexperienced club President. I stand before you not just with grey hair, wrinkles, and more 
broken fingers, but a far greater appreciation of how much work goes into winning one. 
  
This championship is very much on the back of outstanding seasons from 1sts and 3rds who 
dropped just one and four matches respectively for the season. First grade did everything well this 
season. Even their loss was convincing, rolled for 74 by Bankstown! On a more serious note for 1st 
grade to win dual premierships is a dream come true. It's been a very long time between drinks. 
As for 3rds, they are perpetual bridesmaids and will slay those Slayers eventually! 2nds and 
Brewers, while they didn't participate in finals, provided fabulous support to both teams jumping 
in where and when they were needed and are well placed to join the finals party next season. Our 
young St Gordon Sixers also had a great year and I particularly enjoyed watching their 
improvement across the season.  
  
We had a distinctly international flavour this season. Ireland players Laura Delaney and Shauna 
Kavanagh joined us for a break from the Irish weather (or did they bring it with them?!). They 
were a tremendous addition and quickly became passionate Reds. We hope to have an Irish 
flavour again in 17/18, whether it be these ladies or other members of their squad.  
 
We also welcomed Fi Urquhart. Based in Sydney for the past few years, this was her first season in 
the Red cap. In February Fi ducked off to Sri Lanka to represent Scotland in the ICC World Cup 
qualifiers and was joined by our Irish lasses.

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Secretary’s Report  
 
Season 2016-17 has been a very 
memorable one for the Mighty Reds 
featuring two premierships and our first 
Club Championship in 20 years! 
 
THE TEAMS 
This season saw a change to the First and 
Second Grade competition formats with 
the inclusion of a combined T20 competition held during the WBBL. Gordon entered one team in 
this competition which allowed some rotation of Second Grade players. The team went through 
undefeated to claim a Gordon premiership for First and Second Grade for the first time since 
season 2003-04. The team was captained by Hannah Trollip who scored 383 runs including one 
impressive century of 109 not out against St George-Sutherland.

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First Grade Report  

 

 
2016/17 was a fantastic season for the whole of Gordon. Our Brewer Shield team built 
impressively on last season, and have shown tremendous team spirit and passion for cricket. Third 
Grade performed consistently throughout both the T20 and 40 Over competitions, unfortunately 
succumbing to perennial villain St George-Sutherland in both grand finals. They must, however, be 
commended on a wonderful season all round (as per usual!). Second Grade dealt with a number of 
changes and challenges very well and fought hard throughout the whole season, showing lots of 
potential for future years. And I am bursting with pride for our First Grade team who were able to 
deliver on the promise of last season by finishing minor premiers in the T20 and 50 Over 
competitions, and handling the pressure and expectation to win both competitions in tough grand 
finals.

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certainly not insurmountable, 111. It ultimately took a team effort, a brilliant spell from Charlotte 
Anneveld (4/8 off 4 overs) and some composure to wrestle back momentum during our bowling 
innings to win by 6 runs in a nail-biter!

With NSJCA rep trials around the corner, I have recommended several of the girls to attend the 
trials as they are more than capable of trialing successfully for the teams and extending their 
playing ability and experiences. 
And I would expect at least 3 of the girls to trial for the Gordon Brewer Shield team next season as 
well. 
 
Several parent helpers again assisted me again this season, most notably Alan Gibson and Nick 
Addison who both umpired and scored for many games. I did have other parent helpers as well 
who contributed with scoring/umpiring and supplying ice blocks in the heat! 
 
Looking toward the 2017/18 season I would again expect to be able to field at least one team in 
U13 and another in U17 (both 2nd division). As more girls age up and new players keep registering 
to play I believe this to be a very achievable goal for the future within the next two seasons.
